Where Minnesota’s Population Stands

As measured by the 2020 Census, Minnesota's population is 5,706,494

Since the 2010 Census:

* Minnesota added 346,408 (6.5%) residents, ranking 15t (19t"),

* Texas lead the nation in numeric increase gaining over 4.1 million residents.
e Utah was at the top for percent gain at 17.1 percent.

* |llinois saw the biggest loss losing over a quarter million residents, while West
Virginia lead in relative loss having shed 3.7 percent of its residents between
the censuses.
